If you think you are entitled to claim a free school meal because of 

your household income or circumstances it is essential that you

continue to apply for free school meal benefits (even if your child

already gets a free meal in EYFS & KS1).

For every pupil entitled to a  free school meal, the school also 

receives up to  £1,300. 

This money is used in a variety of creative and innovative ways to

help support individual pupils and the whole school community. 

For each eligible child, the school receives funding for the next six

years, even if their parents go back to full-time work! 

Children may be eligible if their parents/carers are receiving 

If you think you may be entitled to free school meals please come

into school to fill  and application in, or you can download one from

website, or email your request and we will send you one in the post .
